Daylesford Hepburn Springs & Trentham 
This morning your head to beautiful Dayles-
ford, an early gold town originally named 
Wombat but renamed Daylesford in 1855. 
The main street has many ornate classical 
buildings  typical of a successful gold town. 
Around midday you arrive in Trentham. 
With high average rainfalls Trentham is sur-
rounded by giant Mountain Ash trees and 
the Wombat State Forest. See the highest 
waterfalls in Victoria, Trentham Falls, then 
have an afternoon stop in popular Hepburn 
Springs. Numerous Italian migrants settled 
here in search of gold, and even built a mac-
aroni factory. Return to Ballarat by coach.

Day 4 Thursday 13 May  

Buninyong, Ballan & Bacchus Marsh 
Todayôs touring takes you to Buninyong, 
another gold town with a charming main 
street, before continuing to historic Ballan 
via Mt Egerton. Here you have a morning 
tea break and see the old railway station 
and the art deco Mechanics Institute. Con-
tinue via Ingliston to Bacchus Marsh with 
its fine main street, heritage buildings and 
Anglican Church. Following  lunch and 
time at leisure, you return from the Bac-
chus Marsh railway station this afternoon 
by train to Ballarat.

map from the Information Centre of the 
Lindsay Art Family Trail or a heritage 
walk to see a few of the central sites. You 
then visit the Creswick woolen mills and 
store before arriving in Clunes, Victoriaôs 
first gold rush town and the most intact 
19th century town in the goldfields. It 
boasts numerous bluestone and historic 
buildings. Continue to the Ginger Adams 
Eucalyptus distillery which is no longer 
operational but has good interpretation 
telling its past. Lunch is at leisure in the 
gold town of Maryborough where you 
might take a walk with your tour leader in 
its historic heart to admire the Town Hall, 
Courthouse and Post Office architecture. 
There is also a wonderful book shop and 
several antique stores and shops to browse. 
Depart by train to Ballarat from the im-
pressive Maryborough railway station.
